Hello, students. Last class,
how writing first began in history.

writing before paper was invented. First, in
the river plains of Mesopotamia that are now
part of Iraq, clay was an easily available
material. People dried clay in the sun and
used it to write on. Second, papyrus was the
first paper—like medium in Egypt. Since the
papyrus plant was once abundant near the
Nile River, people laid it out and pressed it
together to create sheets. Third, people in
ancient Greece used animal skins to write on.
